  Smackdown tournament for cash this Sunday 
at 9 a.m. Feb. 5th  This is not a handicap scoring event.  Call to sign up now at 
783-3060.  Top three scores earn half the entry fees.   
 

Dart League starts the first full week of February, the 6th.  There’s a 
$20entry fee and $5 per weekly maintenance fee for each time you shoot that 
week’s scenes.  Half of the entry fee goes out as prizes, which will depend on 
the number of people who enter.  All the archers completing the 12 weeks of 
league will have their name put in a can.  Three names will be randomly 
drawn for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place drawings, with the most going to 1st place and 
so on.  You can be up to two weeks behind to enter your score in case of 
family illness or travel.  The league ends April 28th.  The last possible date for 
any score to be entered to qualify for the drawing will be May 12th.
